Cox Landing Elementary will:

 
1. Provide high-quality curriculum and instruction in a supportive and effective learning environment that enables the participating children to meet the State’s student academic achievement standards as follows: 

 
Title I, classroom, and special education teachers will provide high quality reading and math curriculum to the students of Cox Landing Elementary.  The team of teachers will work together to meet the needs of each individual student.  For reading, the team of teachers will review assessment data, provide the correct intervention, if needed, or begin the appropriate scope and sequence of instruction for each of their students.  This process will be monitored closely by the team of teachers and the administration with reports being reviewed on a regular basis.  The reading program overall, will be a push-in model with only the severest circumstances requiring pulling students out for additional intervention.  
The math team will consist of Title I, special education, and regular education teachers.  This being a newly adopted text, teachers will receive staff development on the text and the standards-based math curriculum.  At Cox Landing Elementary the specialists will push-in providing students with extra attention, lowering student to teacher ratio, and providing more learning stations or centers for hands-on activities.  The teachers will continue to work together in providing the students with fact mastery, three-stage lessons, and real-life problems to incorporate higher-order thinking skills.
 
2. Hold parent-teacher conferences (at least annually in elementary schools) during which this compact will be discussed as it relates to the individual child’s achievement.   

 

Cox Landing Elementary will conduct an open house in September.  County scheduled ISE days will also be used to conduct parent and student conferences as needed. Teachers and parents may request a conference at any time throughout the school year. 
 
3. Provide parents with frequent reports on their children’s progress.  

 
 Assignment journals will be used for daily contact by certain teachers between students, teachers, and parents.  Teachers will send grade cards at  six-week intervals.  Parents will receive a weekly newsletter from school administration as well as classroom newsletters from certain teachers’ classrooms.  WV Department of Education will send out a school report card in the spring with the National trend and individual school data for the previous two years.  Each of these reports will be sent home with the student.  Parents will also receive their child’s WESTEST results in the fall of the following year for grades three through fifth, and the Writing Assessment results for the 4th grade students participating in the test.  
 
 
4. Provide parents reasonable access to staff.   

 

Teachers will send out a classroom note with routines, procedures, class rules, and any pertinent information that will be useful to parents. Morning and evening conferences may be scheduled in advance to meet the needs of parents when necessary.
 

5. Provide parents opportunities to volunteer and participate in their child’s class, and to observe classroom activities. 

 

The Parent Partner will work with parents to assist them in volunteering at their child’s school.  Volunteers are used in many different ways at Cox Landing Elementary throughout the year.  Many classes have activities that the parents are asked to participate in each year as well as whole school activities in the evenings.  PTIC will have a membership drive.  LSIC will request that at least two parents serve on this committee for a two-year period.  There are also several other committees throughout the school year that request parent participation, involving parents in the decision-making of the school.  Parents may request to make an appointment to observe classroom activities through the school office.
